STEP 1:

	Is the patient > 50 years of age?



	Any of the following conditions?

-Neoplastic disease (active)

-Congestive heart failure

-Cerebrovascular disease

-Chronic renal disease

-Chronic liver disease


	Any of the following physical examination abnormalities?

-Altered mental status

-Pulse rate > 125/min

-Respiratory rate > 30/min

-SBP < 90mmHg

-Temperature < 35o or > 40o

	II
	< 70 points
	0.6
	Outpatient

	III
	71-90 points
	2.8
	Generally Outpatient

	IV
	91-130 points
	8.2
	Inpatient

	V
	> 130 points
	29.2
	Inpatient
